BACKGROUND OF

The 1992 Census of Faral Occupational Injuries provides a complete count of fatal work iniurjés. The
annual Survey of Occupational Injures and Illnesses, conducted since 1972, has been redesigned to generate
worker and case characteristics of nonfaral workplace injuries and illnesses in addition to frequency counts and
incidence rates by indusery. Initdal results from the 2004 survey will be released this December.

The Census of Fatal Occupatonal Injuries program is a federal/state cooperative venture developed
by the Bureau of Labor Statdstics to compile a comprehensive, accurate, and tmely measure of faral work
injuries that occur duning the year. The census approach to compiling data on fatal work injuries was imuoally
tested by BLS in cooperative effort with the Texas Department of Health dudng 1988, The study, which
collected fatality data retrospectively for 1986, showed that (1) multiple data sources, including a follow-up
questionnaire, are necessary to produce an accurate count; (2) matching individual fatalities across data sources
is feasible; (3) for each incident, characteristics of the worker and circumstances are commonly available from
administrative reports; and (4) dmeliness is important in maximizing responses for venfication purposes.

The Census approach was tested again during 1990-1991 to determine whether the same kind of data
could be obtained from multple data sources on a current basis. That study, which was conducted in
cooperanon with the Texas Workers” Compensation Commission and the Colorado Department of Health,
was successfully concluded in May, 1991,

Thirry-rwo states and New York City participated in the 1991 census program. The program wwas
expanded to include all 30 states and the District of Columbia durdng 1992, Funding for the annual census is
shared equally berween BLS and the cooperating states.
