WOREK INJURIES AND ILLNESSES BY SELECTED CHARACTERISTICS 2004

Sprains and strains accounted for 38.2% of the work-related injuries
and illnesses that regquired recuperation away from work in Arkansas for
2004. This finding is from a survey conducted by the Arkansas
Department of Labor and the U.5. Department of Labor, Bureau of Labor
Statistics. {See Table 4)

Announced today, the 2004 results present the state data on the
characteristics of serious nonfatal injuries and illnesses. The number
and freguency of these cases were released in November of 2005 and show
a reduction in cases for the twelfth consecutive year. The following
tables give the demographics of workers disabled, the nature of the
digabling condition, and the event and source producing that condition.

Contact with objects and equipment was the leading event for injuries
and illnesses with 30.4% for 2004. The leading source of injuries and
illnesses for 2004 was worker motion or position, with over 1EB%.

Men accounted for 64.2% of the work-related injuries and illnesses for
2004. The age group of 35 to 44 accounted for most of the injuries and
illnesses by age group, with 28.1%. The range of 1 to 5 years in the
length of service with an employer had the most injuries and illnesses
for the thirteenth year in a row.
